University of Washington Dental Hygiene Norma announced that a formal report next month

Academic Program Changes will recommend that U of W Dental Hygiene
programs be eliminated and energies put into the
Master degree in Oral Biology with the intent to be
academic educators. Biology Master of Science in
Dentistry will be reinstated.
Pat added perhaps U of W graduate school could
see this as an opportunity for community service in
a Master’s program. Joella suggested putting
guestions of this nature on the WSOHC list serve
for future discussion. A motion was made and
carried.

Additional website discussion Cyndi offered to look into it as Debbie has limited
time for working on the WSOHC website. A new
host was suggested. Cyndi will research how to get
into the GoDaddy host as advised by Leanne.

National Oral Health Meeting Leanne will attend.
Network for Oral Health Coalitions Federal agencies are not attending so the general
consensus is that it must be small business related.

In WA State, however,
dentistry is still delivered cottage style.

Perhaps distribution is the issue of services, who
they are willing to see, and where they’re willing to
practice.

“Distribution of service providers” What does
change look like in terms of oral health providers
and access to care?

Pat (?) moved that as this discussion progresses,
WSOHC drafts a policy by June, 2011. Peg
seconded, motion voted and carried.

Norma announced that she has found more
notebooks! She is sorting according to years. July
8, 2011 Cyndi, Pat Brown, and Christie will meet at
U of W to aid in sorting what needs to be kept and
what needs to be discarded. All volunteers are
welcomed to help. As the U of W Oral Biology and
Public Health department becomes the
Department of Oral Health Science, perhaps more
space will be available for this project.

Closing Shoreline, Norma added, could actually be
a “gain”. Maybe a new dental hygiene model is
coming such as University of British Columbia that
is mostly online. Perhaps there will be more focus
on community programs.

Peg Terp remarked that only half of the sealant
programs are continuing through June, 2011. After
that all will be decided according to budget
allowances.

Cyndi Newman closed with “State Health Care
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Coalitions are more important than ever now. Pat
suggested that we all should keep a list of the
numbers of patients seeking service.
